Trading Area 
 
The Chase Trading Area for purposes of this profile is defined to be the Village of Chase plus Electoral 
Area C (South Shuswap) and Electoral Area F (North Shuswap) of the Columbia Shuswap Regional 
District plus the area running westward from Chase along the Trans-Canada Highway (Highway #1) to 
the Pritchard.  
 
This trading area contains approximately 20 small unincorporated communities and three Indian Bands. 
The Village of Chase is the only incorporated municipality and, as the largest community in the area, it is 
also the main service area with medical, education, financial and retail services.

The purpose of this economic profile is to provide timely, objective and relevant economic information to 
assist individuals contemplating economic development initiatives in the “Chase Trading Area” including 
investors exploring new business or the expansion of existing business opportunities.  
 
Trading Area 
 
The Chase Trading Area for purposes of this profile is defined to be the Village of Chase plus Electoral 
Area C (South Shuswap) and Electoral Area F (North Shuswap) of the Columbia Shuswap Regional 
District plus the area running westward from Chase along the Trans-Canada Highway (Highway #1) to 
the Pritchard.  
 
These boundaries are approximate since the area on the Trans-Canada west of Chase increasingly falls 
within the shadow of the Kamloops market the further west one goes from Chase. Similarly, the further 
east on the Trans-Canada one goes the stronger the ties to the Salmon Arm market becomes.

Communities  
 
This trading area includes the communities in the North Shuswap and the South Shuswap plus the 
communities of Adams Lake, Pritchard and the communities of the Neskonlith, Little Shuswap and Adams 
Lake Indian Bands.  
 
Chase 
 
Chase is situated along the Trans-Canada Highway (Highway #1) approximately half way between 
Kamloops and Salmon Arm (56 kms from Kamloops and 52 kms from Salmon Arm). It is at the eastern 
end of the South Thompson River Valley where the Little Shuswap Lake flows into the South Thompson 
River. Mount Scatchard and Mount Boysee appear on the southern horizon, while the northern side of the 
valley is defined by the Shuswap Highlands that rise to 1,830 metres. 
 
Incorporated in 1969 as a municipality, the Village of Chase is the largest community in the area and it is 
the main serve centre. It has medical, educational and emergency facilities as well as financial and retail 
services.

These unincorporated hamlets are in Electoral Area “F” of the Columbia Shuswap Regional District which 
serves as the local or municipal level authority.  
 
The hamlets are located on the northern side of Shuswap Lake (sometimes referred to as the North 
Shore). They are concentrated along the Squilax-Anglemont Road which branches north off the Trans-
Canada Highway at the Squilax Bridge about eleven kilometres east of Chase. This road, a secondary 
highway, is paved for approximately 65 kilometres to St Ives and then it is graveled to Seymour. 
 
White settlers arrived as early as 1895 who farmed, logged and trapped. Later, especially after the road 
was paved in 1960, the area also attracted tourists and it has become a popular summer retreat for large 
number of vacationers. Also, the pace of growth for recreational housing has accelerated beginning in the 
1990’s complemented by more and more year round housing.

These unincorporated hamlets are on the southern side of Shuswap Lake in Electoral Area “C” of the 
Columbia Shuswap Regional District which serves as the local or municipal level authority.  
 
These communities, for the most part, lie between the Trans-Canada Highway and the southern shore of 
Lake Shuswap from Squilax Anglemont Road to Salmon Arm. The story for the South Shuswap is similar 
to the North Shuswap in that white settlement began in the late 19th century and the settlers farmed, 
logged and trapped. Increasingly, the area has become a recreational summer retreat for a large number 
of vacationers. Also, the pace of growth for recreational housing has accelerated beginning in the 1990’s 
complemented by more and more year round housing.  
 
Pritchard 
 
Pritchard is an unincorporated area located 15 kilometres southwest of Chase on the Trans-Canada 
Highway It is a semi-rural residential area that straddles the Thompson River and is surrounded by 
agricultural land. Stables are also a significant part of the local economy offering lessons, boarding 
facilities and trail rides. Pritchard has a service station and a general store that provides a range of 
services including liquor sales and postal services.  
 
Sorrento 
 
Sorrento is an unincorporated community located 22 kilometres northeast of Chase on the Trans Canada 
Highway. It offers basic services including a bank, an insurance agency and an elementary school. A full 
service marina that provides boat sales, rentals and a launch is just west of the town.  
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Adams Lake 
 
Adams Lake is about 25 kilometres from Chase. It is located on Holding Road which branches off 
Squilax-Anglemont Road about three kilometres from the Trans-Canada Highway. Although the Adams 
Lake Lumber Division of International Forest Products Ltd. is located there, the community is primarily 
“cottage country”. The Adams Lake Indian Band has a reserve in the area and a there are a few 
permanent residents spread throughout the region. 
 
Little Shuswap Indian Band 
 
The Little Shuswap Lake Indian Band has five reserves with a total of 3,112.7 hectares between Chase 
and Salmon Arm. More specifically, the reserves are located along the eastern end of the Little Shuswap 
Lake and along the western and northern end of the Big Shuswap Lake.   
 
According to the 2006 census, there were 345 people on three of these reserves with the majority on the 
Quaaout Reserve at the east end of Little Shuswap Lake (186 people). The other two populated reserves 
are Chum Creek Reserve on the south Thompson River near the Little Shuswap Lake with 78 people and 
the North Bay Reserve near Tappen with 66 people.   
 
Adams Lake Indian Band 
 
The Adams Lake Band has seven reserves with a total of 2,885.6 hectares. The largest reserve 
(Sahhaltkum #4) both in terms of area and population is located just across the South Thompson River 
from Chase with only a bridge separating the two communities. Three other reserves are located along 
the west side of Adams Lake, one along the southeast shore of Little Shuswap Lake and two more near 
the western outskirts of Salmon Arm.    
 
 According to the 2006 Census, there are 518 people on these reserves most of whom live on the 
Sahhaltkum #4 Reserve with 310 people. Another 130 people live on the two reserves near Salmon Arm 
and 73 on the reserve at the south end of Adams Lake.  
 
Neskonlith Indian Band 
 
The Neskonlith Indian Band has three reserves with a total of 2,786.7 hectares. Neskonlith Reserve #2, 
the largest reserve in terms of population, is located approximately six kilometres westward of Chase 
along the Trans-Canada Highway. Neskonlith Reserve #1, the largest of the reserves in terms of area, is 
located on the opposite side of the South Thompson River to Neskonlith Reserve #1. The Switsemalph 
Reserve #3 is located on the western out skirts of Salmon Arm.  
 
According to the 2006 Census, there are 269 people on these three reserves and most live on Neskonlith 
#2 with 121 people with 85 people on Neskonlith #1 and 63 people on Switsemalph #3. 
 
Climate 
 
There is no historic summary data readily available for Chase. The only historic summary data available 
are from the 301 weather stations maintained by Environment Canada in British Columbia. The two 
closest ones to Chase are in Salmon Arm and Monte Lake/Paxton. Environment Canada up dates these 
data at the end of each decade. The next up-date will be after 2010.

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3. HISTORY  
 
Shuswap is the European version of a local First Nations word Secwepemc, which refers to the people of 
the Secwepemc Nation. The Secwepemc people have lived in the interior of BC for at least 10,000 years 
and at one time they occupied a large traditional territory covering approximately 145,000 square 
kilometers from the Columbia River Valley to the Fraser River.  
 
Traditional Secwepemc were a semi-nomadic people, living during the winter in warm semi-underground 
"pit-houses" and during the summer in mat lodges made of reeds. The economy, based on fishing, 
hunting and trading, required them to travel great distances. The Secwepemc harvested deer, moose, 
elk, caribou, many smaller mammals, and many varieties of salmon and fish. They gathered over 135 
species of plants for food, medicine, ceremonial, habitation, and technology.  
 
After European contact, the colonial government divided the Secwepemc people into 17 distinct groups 
with specific parcels of land designated to each. Three of these “groups” are in the Chase Trading Area 
namely the Neskonlith, Adams Lake and the Little Shuswap Indian Bands.  
 
The first Europeans in the area were fur traders. In 1812, Alexander Ross and the Astoria Company 
established a trading post at Kamloops and named it Fort Thompson. The “Nor’Westers” followed in the 
same year and built a post close to Fort Thompson. The Nor’Westers amalgamated with the Hudson Bay 
Company eight years later.  
 
The first European settlers followed the 1858 gold rush. The village of Chase was named after Whitfield 
Chase, an American from New York State, who arrived in the area in 1867 after originally coming to 
Canada during the gold rush. He was the first non-native settler that farmed and raised a family in what 
was then called the Shuswap Prairie. He married the daughter of the Neskonlith Chief Synsetia who 
became Elizabeth Chase. They raised ten children, four boys and six daughters. 
 
Before the village of Chase existed (pre-1908), the main town centre was called Shuswap and was 
located approximately five kilometres west of Chase. This was also the site of the first train station in the 
area in 1888 and the site of the first bridge in the area to cross the Thompson River. The Pine Street 
Bridge in Chase was built in the 1930’s. 
 
An American logging company came to the area in 1907. The company purchased land from Whitfield’s 
eldest son Marcus and subdivided it into lots, serviced them with water and electricity and then sold the 
lots to mill workers and business people. These serviced lots became the original town site. The company 
also leased approximately 70 acres of land from the Chase family bordering Thompson River near Little 
Shuswap Lake to build a saw mill.  
 
The Chase mill became known as the Adams River Lumber Company (not to be confused with the 
International Forest mill on Adams Lake originally owned by Mr. Holdings from the 1940’s), because they 
logged exclusively off the Adams River and Lake area. The Adams River Lumber Company closed the 
mill in 1925. 
 
Chase grew slowly over the next few decades. Incorporated in 1969, it began to market itself as a tourist 
destination. The community grew as visitors to the area returned to live, work and retire. Chase also 
benefited from the construction of the Coquihalla Highway in the mid 1980’s. Improved access to the area 
brought new life to the local economy in the form of another tourist explosion that has again expanded the 
community’s economic base and resident population.

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Economic Base 
 
Certain industries or economic sectors are considered the “drivers” of a local economy in that their 
activities provide income from sources outside that local economy. Collectively they are known as the 
economic base. Non-base industries and activities are dependent on the economic base in that their 
business and income are derived from the income paid to the base industries and activities.  
 
Economic base income can be employment income or non-employment income. Employment income is 
composed of wages, salaries or self-employment income from jobs that produce goods and services that 
are exported or from jobs in tourism or from public sector jobs (e.g., residents of the local economy 
employed by senior governments and thus paid from an outside source) Non-employment income is 
composed of income of received by residents from outside sources for reasons other than employment.   
 
BC Stats identified 10 industrial groupings and two non-employment sectors as the economic base of 
rural economies of British Columbia. BC Stats then calculated the percentage shares of the base income 
for each of these 12 categories in 63 local areas using 2001 Census data. (The percentage shares using 
2006 census data should be available in early 2009.)

The Diversity of Local Area Economies 
 
There is some justification in arguing that the more diversified the economic base, the more stable is the 
entire economy of the local area. The Diversity Index in Table 6.5 ranges from zero when there is only 
one industry or sector in the economic base of a local area (a fully non-diversified economic base) to 100 
when all base industries and non-employment sectors have an equal share of the economic base (a fully 
diversified economic base). In practice the calculated diversity indices for BC communities tend to lie 
between 50 and 75.

Forestry 
 
There are 59.1 million hectares of forest land in BC and approximately 93% of it (55.2 million hectares) is 
provincial crown land (5% is private and the rest is federal crown or First Nations).  
 
The Ministry of Forests and Range (MFR) is the principle government agency responsible for the 
stewardship of BC’s forest and range lands. An important responsibility is to ensure the sustainability of 
the forest as source of timber over time. To that end, it sets the limits to the amount of timber that can be 
harvested annually (AAC or Allowable Annual Cut) and to whom this allowed harvest is apportioned. The 
Ministry is also responsible for the care of the forest lands and inventorying the timber supply.  
 
To manage the crown forest land, the Ministry of Forests and Range has divided the province into 
“Timber Supply Areas” and “Tree Farms”. (There are other types of land tenures such as woodlots and 
community forests but they do not account for a large portion of the crown forest. (See the discussion 
below for more detail.) The Ministry also has created forest district offices to administer these land 
divisions.  
 
Formally, it is the Chief Forester who is empowered under Section 8 of the Forest Act to determine the 
AAC once every five years for each Timber Supply Area (TSA) and Tree Farm License (TFL). Once the 
ACC for a TSA is determined, the Minister or his/her designate apportions it out under tenure 
agreements. (Other smaller types of tenures are determined by the Minister or Ministry staff.)  
 
The Chase Trading Area 
 
The Village of Chase while formally within the Kamloops TSA, but it is virtually on the borderline between 
the Kamloops TSA and the Okanagan TSA.  
 
The Kamloops TSA covers approximately 2.77 million hectares ranging from Logan Lake in the south to 
Wells Gray Park in the north-west, including the Blue River area, and is bounded by the Columbia 
Mountains to the east and the Cariboo Regional District to the west. The TSA includes, among others, the 
communities of Ashcroft, Barriere, Cache Creek, Chase, Clearwater, Kamloops, Logan Lake, Little Fort, 
Blue River and Vavenby. 
 
The Okanagan TSA, approximately 2.2 million hectares in total area. It is about 320 kilometres long and 
140 kilometres wide, stretching from Seymour River/Shuswap Lake in the north to the Canada/US border 
in the south and from the Monashee Mountains in the east to the Okanagan Mountains in the west. The 
TSA includes, among others, the major communities of Kelowna, Vernon, Penticton and Salmon Arm. 
 
The Headwaters Forest District in Clearwater administers the north part of the Kamloops TSA, the area 
beginning just south of Clearwater to just north of Blue River on the east side of Wells Gray Park. It 
corresponds closely to Electoral Areas “A” and “B” of the Thompson Nicola Regional District. The 
Kamloops Forest District in Kamloops administers the remainder of the Kamloops TSA including Electoral 
Areas of “O” and “P” of the TNRD where Chase is located. The Okanagan TSA is administered by the 
Okanagan Shuswap Forest District TSA.

Notes: In making his determination of the AAC for a five year period, the Chief Forester begins with a “base 

case scenario presenting estimates of harvest rates into the future given present conditions that will 
ease the AAC to a level of long term sustainable harvest. These estimates are generated from a 
predictive model .He then tinkers with that technically derived estimate by considering values and other 
considerations not easily factored into the model to arrive at his “determination” for a five year period. 
However, the forecasts or projections into the future as presented by the Chief Forester use only the 
model and the resulting base case estimations. The model, using present assumptions shows the 
sustainable harvest will level out after 2016.  

 
 For his 2008 Determination analysis, he began with a base case of 4.2 million cubic metres, in 2006, 

not the 4.0 cubic metres he finally came to for his “Determination. The decline in the projected estimates 
in the sustainable harvest is compatible with the expected impact over time of the mountain pine beetle 
infestation and the extinguishing of the uplifts for the fire damaged and mountain pine beetle damaged 
timber.

Forecast for the Okanagan TSA - AAC 
 
The Chief Forester in his analysis for the Okanagan TSA did not present a forecast for employment but 
he did present a forecast of desired AAC to arrive at a long term sustainable harvest level. The analysis 
presented by the Chief Forester indicated an 8 % decline per decade to the end of five decades, then a 
decline of 15% per decade to the end of the tenth decade to arrive at a long term sustainable harvest 
level of 2.9 million cubic metres. The lesson from this exercise is if current circumstances remain the 
same, we can expect downward pressure on the AAC over time.  
 
Apportionments 
 
To apportion the AAC, the Ministry of Forests and Range uses a “timber tenure system”. There are over a 
dozen forms of tenure permitting a variety of activities from timber harvesting and road building to 
ranching. Tenures vary in their duration and can be replaceable (renewable) or non-replaceable (non-
renewable).  
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The major forms of tenure include forest licenses, tree farm licenses, pulpwood agreements, timber sale 
licenses, woodlot licenses and forest community agreement.  
 
A forest license is a volume-based license with the right to harvest a specified AAC in a specified TSA 
for a term of up to 25 years with the option to replace (renew) every 5 to 10 years There can be more 
than one forest license in any one TSA. 
 
A tree farm license is an area based license with an exclusive right to a specified area and the right to 
harvest and to mange a specified AAC within that area for a term up to 20 years with the option to replace 
(renew) every 5 to 10 years. 
 
A timber sale license is issued by the BC Timber Sale agency via a competitive auction sale for a right 
to harvest a specified AAC in a specified area for up to a four year period. It is non-replaceable, volume-
based license. 
 
A pulpwood Agreement is a conditional right to harvest “pulp quality timber for a term of up to 25 years. 
These agreements are no longer being issued. 
 
A woodlot license is an area based license providing an exclusive right to manage and harvest a 
specified AAC within a specified area that typically includes private land for a term up to 20 years with the 
option to replace (renew) every 10 years.  
 
A community forest agreement may be awarded competitively or directly to a First Nation, a 
community, a municipality or regional district as an area-based right to manage and harvest within a 
specified area not only for timber but botanical forests products and other products for a five year 
probationary period and thereafter possibly a 25 to 99 year agreement replaceable (renewable) every 10 
years.  
 
To place the following information in context, according to the Ministry’s publication entitled State of BC’s 
Forest 2006, over the 10 year prior to 2006, the 37 TSA’s and 33 TFL’s in BC accounted for 89% of the 
total harvest while woodlots and community forests accounted for 3% with the remaining coming from 
private and some public lands where there was no government AAC set.

Community Forests 
 
According to the 2008 Status of BC Community Forests, a report of the Ministry of Forest and Range, 
there are six long term community forest agreements in British Columbia, 22 five year probationary 
community forest agreements and another 24 communities that have been invited to apply for a 
community forest (www.bccfa.ca). 
 
There are no community forests in the Chase area but there are two community forest organizations in 
the North Thompson, (Clearwater and Barriere) and the Westbank First Nation has one and the 
communities of Lumby and Okanagan Indian Band have been invited to make a joint application.  
 
Woodlots 
 
According to a Report on BC Woodlot License Program, there were 408 woodlots in the Southern Interior 
Region in 2006 of which 65.9% were individuals, families or partnerships, 25.9 were limited companies or 
incorporations, 6.2% were First Nations, 1.0% were clubs or societies, 0.5% were colleges and 0.5% 
were communities (non-First Nations). The same report stated that there were 56 woodlots in the 
Kamloops TSA (23 in the Headwaters District and 33 in the Kamloops District). According to the Chief 
Forester, there were 50 woodlots in the Kamloops TSA on June 1, 2008 with three more to be awarded in 
2008 to First Nations.  
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In the Okanagan Shuswap Forest District, there are 62 woodlots in Okanagan TSA with an AAC of 
68,000 cubic metres on crown land and a further AAC of 8,000 cubic metres on private land in the 
woodlots. Twenty-five of these woodlots are in the north half of the TSA (north of Kelowna) while 12 of 
those 25 are in the Chase/Salmon Arm area.

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Tourism  
  
A Brief Descriptive Overview 
 
Tourism in the Chase Trading Area can be divided into three inter-related types of activities. There is front 
country tourism, back country or nature based tourism and cottage/cabin vacation tourism.  
 
Lake Shuswap and the communities in both North and South Shuswap have a large concentration of 
vacation homes and summer vacationing swells the populations in both areas. The lake with over 400 
kilometres of shore land and plentiful beaches allow for cottage-like activities such as swimming, boating, 
sun bathing and fishing. The surrounding area allows for hiking and over-night camping. This type of 
tourism generates a major share of the tourism dollar for this area and Chase is an important centre for 
cottagers shopping needs.  
 
Related to cottage/cabin vacationers is the front country tourism comprised of such activities as cultural, 
heritage and historic exploration, agri-tourism, golfing, house boating and touring. There are also many 
artists and artisans in the area. Front country tourism income is generated not only from the cottage/cabin 
“tourists” but transient tourists in cars or buses. There are also some major attractions throughout the 
area including a Pow Wow by the three First Nations in the area and the Sockeye Salmon Run.  
 
Finally, there is backcountry tourism mostly fishing with some hunting and horseback trail rides. 
Backcountry activities usually involve guided tours and/or remote lodges and resorts. This type of tourism 
takes place mainly in and around other lakes rather than Lake Shuswap to the south of Chase (the 
Falkland area) and in the area in the hills to the north of the cottage/cabin vacation area in the North 
Shuswap.  
 
Given the nature of tourism, there are many bed and breakfasts, and resorts, cabins, cottages and 
condos with a hotels and motels. Shuswap Tourism, a branch of the Economic Development Department 
of the Columbia Shuswap Regional District, identifies on its web site 28 bed and breakfasts, 32 resorts, 
and numerous businesses renting cabins and cottages in the Chase Trading Area (Chase, North and 
South Shuswap).  
 
Chase is the western gateway to this tourism area offering accommodation (bed and breakfasts, 
hotels/motels and RV camping), shopping, restaurants, picnic areas by the water, a golf course and a 
heritage museum to visit.   
 
Qualifications to the Information  
 
Statistics Canada does not collect revenue and employment data on the Tourism Industry per se. The 
Tourism Industry can be defined as the aggregate of goods and services sold to tourists. The problem is 
that non-tourists also purchase the same types of goods and services. Therefore, an accurate accounting 
of revenues and employment in the tourism industry requires an ability to identify that portion of goods 
and services sold to tourists in each of the industries for which Statistics Canada does collect data. In 
reality, only estimates of tourism revenues and employment can be made. There are various ways to 
make these estimates but regardless of the method used, it is difficult to make good estimates in small 
rural areas. No estimates of the size of the tourism industry either by revenues or employment for the 
Chase Trading Area could be found.  
 
An alternative to attempting to estimate the size of the Tourism Industry is to use the trends in tourist-
related industries as proxies. The best proxies are those industries that have both a significant share of 
their total sales coming from tourists and their total sales to tourism accounts for a significant part of all 
tourism sales from all industries. Various studies or analyses indicate that the Accommodation Services, 
Food and Beverage, Transportation and parts of the Retail industries are good proxies.

Terasen Gas Inc. a subsidiary of Terasen Inc., is a natural gas distribution or delivery business serving 
most of mainland BC including Chase, Sorrento and Pritchard. Terasen purchases natural gas in the 
open market and re-sells it and delivers it to its customers. 
 
Potential customers have the option to purchase natural gas from independent “gas marketers” or brokers 
but the delivery will still be by Terasen through its extensive pipeline system.  
 
Terasen is regulated by the BC Utilities Commission and as such it must re-sell natural gas that it has 
purchased in the open market to its customers at no mark-up. (It makes it money delivering the gas.) This 
purchase price is referred to as the “commodity” price or the “cost of gas” to the customer is reviewed 
quarterly by Terasen and the Utilities Commission and may be changed depending upon the prices 
Terasen pays for gas in the open market. The delivery charges are reviewed annually. Also, by regulation 
Terasen must charge all customers in the same rate classification the same amount and cannot offer 
discounts.  
 
Gas marketers, however, can offer long term fixed price contracts. Under this option, the customer enters 
into a contract with the marketer to purchase the natural gas and another contract with Terasen to deliver 
it.

Electricity 
 
BC Hydro is a provincial crown corporation reporting to the Minister of energy and Mines. It provides 
electricity to 94% of the BC population. Its rates are regulated by the BC Utilities Commission.  
 
In 2008, BC Hydro applied to the Utilities Commission asking for a 6.56% rate increase effective April 1, 
2008 and a further increase of 8.21% effective April 1, 2009 for all its customers.   
 
In late August, 2008, the BC Utilities Commission approved an application by BC Hydro for a Residential 
Inclining Block Rate or the Conservation Rate. The application proposed a two-step rate structure, 
effective October 1, 2008, designed to encourage residential customers to conserve electricity. The 
proposal is to have a marginally higher rate charged to residential customers for consumption over 1,600 
kilowatt hours over a two month period.

Rate Determination - The rates a business pays depends on three factors: 
 
Demand for Electricity: Customers who have a demand less than 35 kW are billed on a rate schedule 

that includes a basic charge and a charge for electricity consumption.  
 
 Customers who have electricity demand of 35 kilowatts (kW) and over are 

billed on a rate schedule that includes a basic charge, a charge for electricity 
consumption and a charge for demand.  Consumers of electricity at 35 kW 
and over require a large supply of electricity, even for a brief period and BC 
Hydro system has to deliver. Therefore, such consumers are charged for 
demand (rate of consumption) as well as for energy use (total consumption).  

 
Supply Voltage: Hydro supplies its general service customers with electricity either at primary 

voltage (750 volts or more) or secondary voltage (less than 750 volts).

Solid waste sites (landfills and refuse transfer stations) in the Thompson Nicola Regional District  
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(TNRD) are managed by private contractors under the direct supervision of the TNRD which has the 
mandate to regulate, store and manage solid waste including, but not limited to, the removal and disposal 
of refuse and recyclables for all the electoral areas and municipalities in the regional district with the 
exception of Kamloops and certain private landfills. TNRD also provides refuse disposal service to 19

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Recycling and Waste Diversion

New Recycling Program 
 
The TNRD will be introducing a new recycling program to begin officially on January 1, 2009. Residents 
of Chase will be able to use the Pritchard transfer station until there is a recycling transfer station in the 
Chase area.  
 
Certain materials have been identified as recyclable and acceptable at the transfer stations. There will be 
no charge for disposing these materials at the transfer stations.  
 
Once the Program begins residents simply need to keep their recyclables separate their other garbage in 
blue or see-through bags and dump them into the recycling bins provided at the transfer stations. 
Residents can also reuse these blue bags or any other convenient container that allows full view of the 
recyclable materials. There will be two other bins, one for corrugated cardboard and one for glass food 
and beverage containers. These items need to be kept separate and don’t need to be in bags.

Incorporated as a regional government in 1967, the Thompson Nicola Regional District (TNRD) is 
controlled by a Board of 21 Directors consisting of ten rural directors (each elected  for a three year term 
by one of ten  “Electoral Areas”) and twelve municipal council members each appointed by their 
respective municipal council. The Chair is elected annually from within and by the Board of Directors. 
 
TNRD, like all regional districts, has a mandate from the BC government to deliver specific local, 
municipal-like services to areas (unincorporated communities and rural areas) outside municipalities 
within the regional boundary. A second mandate is to provide specific region-wide services in partnership 
with municipalities within the regional district when there are benefits for all with a regional-wide delivery 
system. 
 
The Regional District is active in providing over 45 services including planning and building inspection, 
emergency preparedness and 911 services, recreation, utilities, television re-broadcasting, river buoys, 
transit, tourism, economic development as well as environmental health services which include waste 
reduction, mosquito and weed control. Library services and a very active Film Commission also fall under 
the Regional District. 
 
Regional districts also function as hospital districts to provide capital financing for the building of new 
hospitals, improvements, major renovations, and machinery and equipment.

(formerly North Thompson), Shuswap, Skeetchestn, Spallumcheen and Whispering Pines/Clinton.  
 
It works on matters of common concern to its members including the development of self-government and 
the settlement of the aboriginal land title question, natural resources management, the creation of 
economic development opportunities and the provision of technical support to member communities to 
improve services in health, child welfare, employment and training, research on traditional territories and 
community development. The SNTC©s role is also to establish agreements, with the provincial and federal 
governments and with the private sector, that recognize and respect Secwepemc self-government, 
aboriginal rights and title.

Municipal Tax Rates and Assessments  
 
Assessments and Taxation 
 
Property assessment and taxation in British Columbia is a two-step process. BC Assessment determines 
the classification, value and exemption status of property. Tax authorities then apply their tax rates to 
assessments. This determines how the tax burden will be shared among all property owners - residential, 
commercial, industrial, farm, etc. There are a number of taxing authorities in BC including the provincial 
government, regional districts, municipalities, improvement districts, regional hospital districts, BC 
Assessment Authority and the Municipal Finance Authority.  
 
Chase, as a municipality government, is the taxing authority for Chase. Thompson Nicola Regional 
District is the taxing authority for the other properties in Electoral Areas “P” and “x” of the TNRD while the 
Columbia Shuswap Regional District is the taxing authority for Electoral Areas “C’ and “F” of the Columbia 
Shuswap Regional District. As explained below, the taxing authorities also collect taxes on behalf of other 
agencies that have the right to levy taxes.   
 
Types of Taxes 
 
Provincial Government Property Taxes 
 
Provincial Rural Property Tax:    
 
A uniform rate throughout the province, it applies to land outside cities, towns, districts and village 
boundaries. The revenue is used to fund general provincial programs.  
 
Police Tax  
 
The tax rates are uniform within a regional district electoral area. A portion of the tax is collected through 
the Rural Property Tax, and the remainder is collected through the Police Tax. It is levied in rural areas 
and in municipalities with populations of less than 5,000 people.  
 
School Tax  
 
School taxes are levied in both rural and municipal areas. The tax rates are uniform within a school 
district. Non-residential school tax rates are uniform throughout the province, while the residential tax rate 
varies between school districts.  
 
Governing Statutes: Taxation (Rural Area) Act, School Act and Police Act. 
Ministry Responsible:  Ministry of Small Business and Revenue. 
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Regional Districts Property Taxes 
 
The TNRD and the CSRD, like all regional district governments in BC, provide services to unincorporated 
communities, electoral areas or the entire region. Each service provided must do so under a bylaw 
specific to that service that identifies the service area, the service to be provided, the beneficiaries, the 
maximum costs and how the costs will be recovered. Only the people who benefit or are eligible to benefit 
pay for the service in the form of property taxes, user fees or charges. Each year, the regional district 
creates a “tax requisition” (budget) and the Surveyor of Taxes (BC government) establishes the tax rate 
to be levied against property owners for each service. User fees and charges are not considered property 
taxes and are directly billed by the regional district.  
 
Governing Statute: Local Government Act.  
Ministry Responsible:  Ministry of Community Services. 
 
Improvement District Property Taxes 
 
Improvement districts may levy property taxes for specific services within specific local service areas such 
as fire protection, street lighting and water and waste water systems. They can levy property taxes or 
apply user fees or charges.  
 
Governing Statute: Local Government Act. 
Ministry Responsible:  Ministry of Community Services. 
 
Regional Hospital District Property Taxes 
 
The hospital district property tax raises revenue to repay the costs of major capital expenditures such as 
hospital construction and acquisition of medical equipment within one of 23 regional hospital districts. 
 
As a result of hospital district reorganization between 1996 and 1998, there are 13 defunct regional 
hospital districts for which taxes continue to be levied. However, the taxes will be discontinued when all 
old debt is paid.  
 
Governing Statute:  Hospital District Act. 
Ministry Responsible:  Ministry of Health. 
 
BC Assessment Property Tax 
 
BC Assessment is a Crown corporation responsible for the valuation and classification of property in the 
province. The BC Assessment levy raises revenue to meet the corporation©s annual operating costs and 
the tax rates are uniform in both rural and municipal areas. 
 
Governing Statute:  Assessment Authority Act. 
Ministry Responsible:  Ministry of Small Business and Revenue. 
 
Municipal Finance Authority Property Tax 
 
The Municipal Finance Authority (MFA) is a Crown corporation that arranges financing for both regional 
district and municipal capital projects. The MFA is comprised of regional district board members 
representing each regional district. The MFA levy raises revenue to meet the Authority©s annual operating 
costs and the tax rates are uniform in both rural and municipal areas.  
 
Governing Statute:  Municipal Finance Authority Act. 
Ministry Responsible:  Ministry of Community Services. 
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Property Classifications for Taxation Purposes 
 
BC Assessment Authority places property in eight classes, based on the property type or its use. Property 
with several distinct uses can fall into more than one class.  
 
Class 1, Residential - single- and multi-family homes, seasonal dwellings and recreational property, 
nursing homes, manufactured homes, daycare facilities, farm buildings and some vacant land  
 
Class 2, Utilities - structures and land used by railways, pipelines, electrical generation or transmission 
utilities, or telecommunications transmitters (does not include offices or sales outlets)  
 
Class 4, Major Industry - land and buildings of major industrial properties such as lumber and pulp mills, 
mining operations, ship building and loading terminals  
 
Class 5, Light Industry -property used or held for extracting, manufacturing or transporting products, 
including related storage. Scrap metal yards, wineries and boat building yards fall within this category. 
Exceptions include properties used for the production of food and non-alcoholic beverages, which fall into 
Class 6.  
 
Class 6, Business Other - property used for offices, retail, warehousing, hotels and motels, and property 
that doesn©t fall into other classes  
 
Class 7, Managed Forest Land - privately owned land for which a Forest Management Plan has been 
approved by BC Assessment  
 
Class 8, Recreational Property, Non-profit Organization - includes two very different categories:  
 
land used solely as an outdoor recreational facility such as a golf course, waterslide, public swimming 
pool, marina and others (improvements on the land, such as a clubhouse, fall into Class 6) 
 
property used for at least 150 days per year as a place of public worship or meeting hall by a non-profit, 
fraternal organization (the 150 days cannot include activities with paid admission or the sale/consumption 
of alcohol). The 150 days must be within the 12 months preceding June 30 of the year before the 
assessment roll is prepared. 
 
Class 9, Farm Land - the land must produce a prescribed amount of qualifying primary agricultural 
products for sale such as crops or livestock

The “Interior Health Region” is 
further divided into four “Health Service Delivery Areas” (HSA’s) which are further subdivided into 31 
“Local Health Areas” (LHA’s).  
 
The Chase Trading Area is part of the Kamloops LHA which is part of the larger Thompson Cariboo 
Shuswap Health Service Delivery Area” (HSA)  
 
The Thompson Cariboo Shuswap Health Service Delivery Area (TCS-HSA), like the other three HAS’s, 
has four integrated levels of health care centres and hospitals. These four levels, going from the lowest to 
highest level of care are:  
 

·  Community Health Centres and Primary Health Care Centres 
·  Community Hospitals: Level 1 and Level 2 
·  Service Area Hospitals 
·  Tertiary Referral Hospitals 

 
Each level offers defined services as part as a continuum of services that include acute care, public 
health, primary care and chronic disease care, community-based mental health programs, residential 
care, care for seniors; supportive housing and assisted living.
